The Saltire Foundation will, through its world class programmes, create a pipeline of entrepreneurial, globally minded business leaders for Scotland.  We identify individuals who can make a difference to Scotland’s economic future and provide them with invaluable opportunities to work with some of the world’s best business minds.  

We offer two programmes: a prestigious one year Fellowship and an international Undergraduate Internship programme.  Over the next 10 years our aim is to support 200 Fellows and over 700 Undergraduates: individuals able to drive Scottish businesses to new levels of achievement. 
The Saltire Foundation is about investing in Scotland’s potential.  Its vision is to raise the aspirations of Scotland’s potential leaders by making them aware of what can be achieved and by opening their eyes to new possibilities for Scotland.  In addition, this is a unique opportunity to enhance the performance of Scotland’s potential high growth companies. The Saltire Foundation strives to push the boundaries of success for Scotland and promotes business excellence.
The Saltire Fellowship

The Fellowship is a perfect example of the Foundation’s emphasis on excellence.  It is targeted at individuals with a track record of achievement and entrepreneurial drive – people with a positive attitude that are ambitious both for themselves, and for Scotland.

The intensive one-year programme was custom designed in partnership with Babson College, the world’s top ranked business school for entrepreneurship based in Massachusetts. It has a strong focus on entrepreneurial leadership, business acumen and sales and marketing.  It has three key phases: world class teaching at Babson College followed by experiential learning, firstly, in a large blue chip organisation overseas, then in a small high-growth entrepreneurial venture in Scotland.  

Currently, our first cohort of 14 Fellows has just completed their four months at Babson and are now working in multinationals such as Sun Microsystems, Liberty Mutual, Shawcor and Veolia.  They will return to Scotland in August.
Undergraduate Internship Programme
Our undergraduate internship programme offers students from Scottish universities the chance to experience life in some of the world’s top companies. By broadening horizons and opening doors, we encourage candidates to develop their confidence, skills and capacity to succeed. 
During summer 2008, 28 students undertook placements in top global organisations in the United States, Singapore, Japan, Dubai and the Cayman Islands.  They came away with a mind-changing and potentially life-changing experience.  This summer, up to 40 Interns will be placed with companies such as IBM, GSK, Genzyme, Telstra International, Bayer, RBS and Wood Group.

Looking Forward

The Saltire Foundation is backed by the GlobalScot network, the International Advisory Board and other key business leaders. Their role is to invest in the programme to ensure its success and provide the opportunities to inspire and develop those with the potential to make a difference.
